Ryanair, the
low coast carrier, flies daily from London, Milan and
Brussels to Valladolid. From there, it‘'s only 70 km to
Toro. ToLingua offers a pick-up service.

Special Interest Courses

These courses are designed for students who want
something more than just a ,normal“ Spanish course.
In the morning there are Spanish lessons and in the
afternoon specific activities to practise and learn the
language in real life situations.

- Spanish & Wine (2 week course)
Widen your knowledge of Spanish and acquire the
fundamentals of wine. This two-week course is run
with the local wine authority ,D.O. Toro“. Learn about
the wine making process, participate in various wine
tastings, enjoy visits to wineries and vineyards as
well as a visit to a cooperage company. Get a good
overview of what Spanish wine is all about and at the
same time practise the Spanish language.

- Spanish, Wine and Culture Week
This one-week course is specifically designed for
students who want to make the most of their time
in one week. We provide four Spanish lessons in
the morning, and in the afternoon an introduction to
Spanish history and culture including visits to historical
sites in Toro, a wine tasting and a visit to a winery.

- Spanish for Seniors aged 50+ (2 week course)
This course is for active seniors who want to improve
their Spanish. In the morning Spanish lessons
and in the afternoon activities like sightseeing,
painting, visiting a famous monastery with historical
background, learning how to make tapas, the Spanish
eating tradition and a visit to a winery.

- Spanish for Women (2 week course)
This interesting course was especially created for
women. In the morning Spanish lessons and in the
afternoon there is a versatile program where Spanish
is used, including a sightseeing tour, a painting-
workshop, a tapas workshop to learn about this well
known Spanish eating style and a visit to a winery
which is managed by two women.
